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Abstract

The proceedings will be published by photo-offset reproduction.  The authors are requested to submit their manuscript in the form of an electronic file (MS WORD or PDF).  The manuscript file should be prepared according to the following guideline, as it is directly printed for publication.   The manuscript should be typed using a 12-point Times, New Century School Book or Helvetica font with 1.0 line spacing within a typing area of 170 x 257 mm.  [ISO A4 sized (210 mm x 297 mm) paper, single-sided with top, bottom, and side margins of 20 mm.] Each page will be reduced to 80% of the original size.  It should also be noted that the present format is different from Elsevier’s conventional format. The editors reserve the right to return to the authors those manuscripts which are not delivered in correct form suitable for direct reproduction.  All submitted manuscripts will be peer-reviewed.
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1.  INTRODUCTION
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Proceedings including plenary, invited and oral papers presented will be published after the reviewers' evaluation in March 2007. Papers for the industrial session will also be included. Contributors will be requested to submit their final manuscript by the beginning of the Conference. Poster papers for the general session will not be included and the authors are free to submit the contents for publication elsewhere.
On the first page, the first 55 mm of space should be reserved for the manuscript title, which can be typed in any form.  The publisher will retype the title of each manuscript in uniform style.  The author’s name(s) should be typed immediately below the space for the title from the text.  On the second and following pages, please type from the top of the typing area.  The first line of a new paragraph should be indented 3 spaces.
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2.  LAYOUT
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2.1.  Figures and Tables

A self-contained description as the caption should be placed below each illustration.  

Each table should have a number and caption above it.  
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2.2.  Photographs

Photographs should be pasted within the text.  Colored photographs will be reproduced in black and white, therefore, it is not recommended to paste colored photographs.  

2.2.1.  Third order headings

The third order headings should be typed in Italic.
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2.3.  References 

References to literature should be made using the numerical system.  They should be numbered in the order in which they are cited in the text, and given in numerical sequence in the reference list at the end of the text.  The numbers should appear in the appropriate places using numerical brackets, e.g., [3], [2,4], or [4-6].  In the references list, the journals, books, and proceedings should be cited in accordance with the following examples:

Length of the manuscript
